Archaeological work began pre-
ceding construction in lots 13 to 17 in
Dugovics square in Budapest’s dis-
trict III at the end of September 1994
as part of a long term research pro-
gram. Financing that year was suffi-
cient for five weeks of field work.
Rescue and test excavations as well
as field observations have taken
place previously in this lot and its
surroundings which are of eminent
importance from the viewpoint of
Roman Period topography. Results
from that work were confirmed and
complemented by experience gath-
ered during the first phase of these
planned excavations aimed at full
recovery. During the A. D. 2nd and
3rd centuries, relatively large houses
stood in the canabae in front of the

legionary camp that was
located in the area of pre-
sent day Florian Square.
Foundations of the earli-
est stone building erected
here could only be par-
tially excavated. The clar-
ification of its exact plan
as well as precise dating
will be one of the tasks
left for the following

once this building had been
destroyed, more sophisticated vari-
ously oriented houses were built on
the leveled surface (Figures 14 and
15). Their walls were made using the
characteristic, so-called herring bone
(opus spicatum) pattern. A modest
form of hypocaust heating could be
identified on the basis of heating
channels found in one of the rooms.
As is shown by fragments recovered
from the rubble, the walls were deco-
rated with paintings in red, ochre,
white and turquois colors. Only a
surviving bronze fitting represents
the furniture from this building. It is
suggests the possibility, however,
that the inhabitants of this house
were relatively wealthy. An intact
altar stone was found south of the
buildings in a secondary position
(Figure 16). It was erected by Marcus
Aurelius Ingenuus cornicularius, one of
the administrators of the legio II.
Adiutrix in  honor of Jupiter.
Subsequently, the slowly decompos-
ing buildings were either pulled
down and levelled several times or
their standing walls were used to
make the foundations of new hous-
es.
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
