A teriilet délnyugati részét északke-
let—délnyvugat irdnyban egy betonbunker
bolvgatta meg ¢és a délkeleti részen tovibbi
modern bolygatisokat dokumentaltunk. A
feltiras legd¢lebbi részén az egykori talaj-
felszinben egy mélvebb terepesést észlel-
tink, északon pedig egvkor kiemelkedés
Ichetett, amelyet azonban a Gazgyir épi-
tésckor legvalultak.

A bolvgatisok dltal érintett zondkon
kiviil mindeniitt romai kori sirok keriiltek
eld.

Between March 20 and July 11, 2007, the
preventive excavations started last vear i
the arca of an office building ‘H™ with a
planmed deep parking in the Graphisoft
Park was completed. The excavation was
conducted in the southwestern part of the
lot and over a small surface i the north-
castern part of the territory in an area that
was badly disturbed by concrete founda-
tions. (Fig. 1)

Nearly 3000 m* were uncovered during
the investigations. The system of 10 m X
10 m large cuts stated in 2006 was contin-
ucd. (On the antecedents of the excava-
tion and the site see LASSANYT 2006 and
LASSANYI 2007)

A conerete bunker disturbed the histor-
ical laver sequence in a northeast-south-
west direction in the southwestern part of
the territory. Further modern disturbances
were documented in the southeast sec-
tion. In the southernmost part of the ex-
cavation, a deeper depression was observed
in the former surface although there must
have been an elevation in the north which
was levelled at the time the Gas Factory
was built.

Roman period graves were found every-
where where the earth was not disturbed.
More than 302 Roman period burials were
uncovered in the 2007excavation season.
At the present stage i the analysis it can

A feltart sirtipusok hasonloak voltak a
2005-2006-ban  feltirt temetkezésckhez,
ugvanakkor itt, a teriilet délnvugati részén
a csontvdzas sitok jelentds részét — felte-
hetéen még az okorban — kiraboltik. Az
alacsonvabban fekvé délnvugati rész vize-
scbb talajrétegében, két melléklet nélkiili
koporsds sithan a koporsadeszkik 1s jol
meghgyelhetock voltak (1219, és 1259,
sir).

be said that 169 of the graves were crema-
tion burials (Fig. 2). A total of 133 graves
contaied imhumation burials (Fig 3). Of
these, 32 were infant and baby burials, two
were brick graves and one grave contained
stone casket.

The tvpes of graves uncovered were
similar to those unearthed in 2006, only
most of the inhumation burials in the
southwestern part of the territory had
been robbed, probably in Antique times.
Fven the planks of the coffins could be
observed i two coffin graves without
grave goods that were found in the moist-
er soil of the lower lving southwest part
of the cemetery (graves nos. 1219 and
1259).

Similarly to last vear's excavations, the
carliest Roman period features were rep-
resented by long, narrow and straight
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bizonnval még a rémai korban visszabon-
tott sirkerteknek (4. kép) nagyrészt csak
a falalapozisit sikerilt dokumentaltunk,
de a teriileten clszorva elékerilt harom, a
sirkert falihoz tartozo, félkorives metsze-
td, faragott ziroelem (lorica).

hasznaltik folvamatosan temetoként. A
sirkertek kirnvckén talilt szimos temet-
kezés koziil egvelore nehéz pontosan kivé-
lasztani azokat, amelyvek az épitménvekkel
cgvkortak. Rétegtani ¢és topogriafiai hely-
zete szerint, minden bizonnyal ilven Iehet
az az Cszaki épitmény kozepén elokeriilt
hamvasztisos sir, amelvet a mellékletek
alapjdn (sdarga mizas korsd) elozetesen az
Antoninus-korra datalhatunk (1177, sir).

A deéli sirépitmeény déli oldalin egyv nagy
folvami kaviesokkal alapozott, tapasztott,
ovilis kemencét taldltunk, amelynek pon-
tos funkcidja ismeretlen, valoszinileg étel-
készitéshez haszndltik. Itt a késabbickben
jelentés mennviségl, minden bizonnyal a
polgarviroshol szirmazé szemetet depo-
naltak. A szemétben dllatesontok, haszni-
lati targvak, és sok terra sigillata toredék
keriilt el6, amelvek alapjan a réteget el6ze-
tesen a Kr. u.

Kiilonleges leletnek szamit egy ham-
vasztasos sirt koriilvevé drok aljan fekva,
kiss¢ meggvirodott, lefelé forditott vé-
kony dlomlemez. (5. kép) A fémlapon egy
hossza, legalibb 12 soros — a mar meg-
fejtett sorok alapjin — latin nyvelva kurziv
felirat olvashato. A felirat egy dtokszove-
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ditches. The continuation of two paral-
lel east-west running ditches was docu-
mented.

More traces of Roman period grave
constructions were discovered in 2007,
Two quadrangular grave gardens and a
small circular ditch were found. Gener-
ally, only the wall foundations of the grave
gardens could be documented because
they had alrcady been pulled down in
the Roman Period (Fig. 4). Three carved
end elements (lorica) with semicircular
cross-sections were also found scattered
over the territory; which had come from

The observation that the wall founda-
tions disturbed earlier graves and the
demolished walls were cut by later graves
suggests that the southern part of the ter-
ritory was continuously used for burials
over a long period. It is difficult to find
the burials among the numerous graves
recovered in the area of the grave gardens
contemporary with the constructions, al-
Hum;;h a cremation burial h['(:llf_;ht to |Ighi
in the center of the northern construc-
tion was certainly such a burial based on
its stratigraphic and topographic position.
The grave goods (a vellow glazed jug) al-
lowed the excavator to preliminarily date it
to the Antonine period (grave no. 1177).

A plastered, oval oven with a founda-
tion of large river pebbles was found on

the south side of the southern grave con-

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struction. Its exact function is not known
but it was probably used for cooking Later,
a significant quantity of refuse, probably
from the Civil Town, was deposited here.
Animal bones. utensils and many frag-
ments of Samian ware were found in the
oven suggesting that the layver can be pre-
liminarily dated to the middle of the AD
2 century. At least two graves of infants
were later dug into the refusc.

A slightly corrugated thin lead plaque
turned upside down on the bottom of a
ditch surrounding a cremation burial repre-
sents a unique find. (Fig. 5) A long cursive
inscription in at least twelve lines in Latin
can be read. The inscription is a curse text
(defixio) containing several names. Simi-
lar finds are well known from the Roman
period. (GAGER 1992) The majority of
the curses were written in ancient Greek,
although a text in Latin has already been
found in Pannonia. (KOVACS-SZABO
2007)

Another unique object was found in
the grave of a woman who had died voung
(grave no. 1237). The grave contained
three ceramic vessels and a bronze coin
of Antoninus Pius together with a set of
five evlindrical antler containers fixed to-
gether with pierced bone plaques. It prob-
ably contained medicines or cosmetics,
(Fig. 6)

The chronology of the features brought
to light in 2007 can be summed up pre-
liminarily as follows:

The earliest phase is represented by the
long north-south running ditches with
semicircular cross-scctions, which had al-
ready partly been unearthed to the north.
(ZSID1 2001) Thev contained a minimal
number of finds.

the AD 2™ centuryv. An oven operated for
a short time on a small area in the south-
ern part of the excavation territory: A little
later, refuse was deposited here around
the middle of the AD 2" century Some-
what later, the grave gardens and the wall
remains were pulled down, as evidenced
by a number of cremation burials that cut
the place of the removed walls. The buri-
als continued im the AD 3" century.

A few badly disturbed brick and stone
casket graves on higher elevations have
been dated to the AD 4" century. Probablv
many of the numerous coffin burials with-
out grave goods also date this period.

More than 1270 Roman burials were un-
covered during the excavations conducted
in the Gas Factory cemetery between 2005
and 2007. Atfter their analysis, they should
vield a great deal of information on the
population of the Aquincum Civil Town
and the way they lived.
