Kutatasok az aquincumi
katonavarostol északra
(Bp. I11. ker., Hunor u.)

1994-95. folyaman tébb helyen vé-
geztiink feltardst, az aquincumi ka-
tonavaros északnyugati hatdranak
lokalizaldsdra és a teriilet rémai kori
beépitettségének tisztdzasdra.

A Floridn téri 2-3. szdzadi
legiotabort koriilvevé katonavaros
északnyugati negyedében az vthalo-
zat kialakitdsat a tAbor észak—déli ta-
jolasa és a Vordsvari-volgy termé-
szetes északnyugat-délkelet iranya-
nak valtakozasa szabja meg. A kétfé-
le tdjolas Osszehangoldsanak dina-
mikdja egészen a mai obudai utcdk
nyomvonaldig kovethets. A mai
Vorosvari 1t a tdbor nyugati kapu-
jan (porta decumanajan) kivezetd it
tovabbélése, ezzel parhuzamos a ta-
bor északnyugati sarkabdl kiinduld
ut —a mai Hunor utca.

A kérdéses telekhez legkozelebb
es$ ismert romai kori objektum a
Korte utca-Hunor utca—Raktar utca
sarkdnal 1évé 4. szdzadi sirkdpolna
(cella trichora), s az azt megel6z6
katonavaros tobbperiodusi (2.-3.
szazad) épiiletmaradvéanyai. Ezek az
épiiletek a mai Hunor utcit megeld-
zG rémai ttra nyiltak, amely a varos-
hatdron kiviil is folytatédott.

Research north of the
Aquincum Military town
(Budapest District I1I, Hunor street)

Excavations aimed at the identifica-
tion of the northwestern border of the
Aquincum Military town and the clar-
ification of Roman Period settlement
structure in this area were carried out
atseveral points during 1994 and 1995.

The orientation of the road network
in the northwestern quarters of the
Military town that surrounded the
2nd-3rd century legionary fortress in
present day Floridn square as defined
by the north-south orientation of the
fortress and the naturally changing
northwest-southeast direction of the
Vorosvar valley. The dynamics of
coordinating these two types of orien-
tation can even be observed in the
street network of modern day Obuda.
What is known as VirGsvari street
today, is actually the descendant of the
road that lead out of the fort's western
gate (porta decumana). A parallel
road that originated at the fort’s north-
western corner is today’s Hunor street.

The Roman Period feature closest to
the lot under discussion here is the 4th
century mortuary chapel (cella tricho-
ra) built at the corner between Korte,
Hunor and Raktdr streets and the
building remains from the preceding
2nd-3rd century Military town that

tarast a Hunor utca-Hévizi at-Kuni-
gunda utca dltal hatdrolt teriileten,
az itt épiil6 lakopark alapozasi mun-
kalatai eltt.

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represent numerous periods. These .
buildings opened to the Roman road
that was the ancestor of Hunor street
and which continued outside the
town’s boundary.

In 1994, archaeological excavations
were carried out in the area bordered
by Hunor, Hévizi and Kunigunda
streets prior to the foundation works
of the residential park to be built there.
New excavations revealed an area
which lay outside the Military town,
within the military territory. In all
probability it served as a military sup-
ply area during the 2nd and 3rd cen-
turies, functioning as a land cultiva-
tion or animal keeping center. Traces
of buildings made from stone as well
as wattle and daub, surrounded by
planking, were recovered in the entire
length of the excavation area. Their
orientation corresponded to that of
modern day Hunor street.

During the spring of 1995 survey
excavations were carried out at lot 39
in Hunor street. The southern plank
fence of the same Roman feature could
be localized here.
