Ujabb értékes adatokkal gazda-
godtunk ez évi szonddzo jellegfi fel-
tardsunk soran a limestit nyugati ol-
dalén, az aquincumi polgdrvéros és
a katonavdros kozotti teriiletre vo-
natkozoan. Errél a teriiletrél a ko-
rabbi feltdrasok soran (34. kép) a ko-
vetkez6 objektumok viltak ismertté:
Benedek Elek utcai temeté (KABA
M. Budapest régiségei 24 (1976)
421.), Kaszas diil6 — Csikods utcai vil-
la (ZSIDI P. Budapest régiségei 27
/1991/ 143-179.), Kaszds dil6 -
Raktérréti temet6 (ZSIDI P. feltarasai
1978-1986, doktori disszertacio kéz-
irata). A teriileten tovdbba tobb
szondazo jellegli feltirds is folyt
(PET6 M. Budapest régiségei 25
(1984) 275-279.; ZSIDI P. Régészeti
Fiizetek 1977, 20.).

Ez évi feltarasunkat az tette sziik-
ségessé, hogy az F1 Villalat tobb
ezer négyzetméteres telkét, a Sz6l6-
kert utca-Huszti it-Kunigunda ut-
ca kozotti részen, felparcelldzds utdn
ipari célra kivénjdk hasznositani. A
teriilet a téle délkeletre 1évG un.

Studies of Roman

Period settlement density
between the Civil

and Military Towns

in Aquincum

(Budapest District 11,

1 Szdldkert street)

Survey excavations carried out on
the western side of the limes road in
1995 provided new, valuable data con-
cerning the area stretching between
the Civil and Military towns of
Aquincum. During the course of pre-
vious excavations (Figure 34) the fol-
lowing sites came to light in this
region: a cemetery at Benedek Elek
street (M. KABA, Budapest Régiségei
24 /1976/ 421),a villa in Kaszas dl6 -
Csikos street (P. ZSIDI, Budapest
Régiségei 27 /1991/ 143-179) and, a
cemetery at Kaszds dil6 - Raktdrrét
(excavations by P. ZSIDI 1978-1986,
manuscript of doctoral dissertation).
In addition, several survey excava-
tions were carried out in the same area
(M. PET6 Budapest Régiségei 25
/1984/ 275-279; P. ZSIDI Régészeti
Fiizetek 1977, 20).

Excavations this year were made
necessary by the planned industrial
utilization of the several thousand
square meters lot owned by the F1
Company between Szélokert street,
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nedek Elek utcai temeté kozelsége
miatt régészeti védelem alatt all. Mi-
utin eddig konkrét lelet a leendd
épitkezés helyszinérél nem keriilt
eld, valamint feltdras sem tortént itt,
a hasznositashoz kapcsoléddan, s a
beruhdzdst megel6z6en szondazé
jellegti feltarast kezdtiink. Ennek
célja - a rémai kori temet§ kiterjedé-
sének megallapitdsan til - a teriilet
rétegviszonyainak rogzitése és az
esetleges romai kori beépitettség jel-
legének meghatarozasa volt.

A feltards kutatodrok-rendszerrel
tortént, melyet a jelenlegi beépitett-
séget is figyelembe véve tiiztiink ki.
Akozel 10000 m’ —es teriileten ossze-
sen 8 kutatéarkot hiiztunk, mintegy
400 m hossziisdgban, s atlagosan 3-4
m mélységig. Az drkokban tapasz-
taltak azt mutattak, hogy a telket tel-
jes kiterjedésében, 1 m-t6l 2 m-es
mélységig legtijabb kori épitési tor-
melék fedi. A feltoltés az 1960/70-es
években — éppen a régészeti védett-
ség €letbe lépésével egy idében — ke-
riilt a mélyen fekvé teriiletre, az ak-
koriban épiil6 6budai lakételepek
épitési tormelékeként. A feltoltés
alatt djkori humuszos, majd a rémai
kori — keramiaval jelzett - sziirke,
kissé homokos réteg kovetkezett, el-
sosorban a teriilet keleti és nyugati
részén. Itt az altalaj agyagos, mig a
kozépsd, magasan fekvé részen ho-
mokos volt. A szintadatok alapjan a

Huszti street - Kunigunda street. This
area is under archaeological protection
because of the proximity of the
Benedek Elek street cemetery. Since no
concrete finds had been known from
the designated construction site and
no excavations have ever been carried
out there, development was preceded
by test excavations. In addition to
determining the cemetery’s extent,
this work was aimed at establishing
the stratigraphy in the area as well as
appraising the character of possible
Roman Period settlement.
Excavations were carried out using
a system of test trenches which were
laid out with special regard to the pre-
sent day features of the surface. A total
of eight trenches were opened in the
approximately 10,000 m* area some
400 m in length and attaining depths
of 34 m. These trenches showed that
the entire lot was covered by modern
construction rubble down to a depth
of 1-2 m. This fill was spread onto this
low lying surface during the 1960-
1970’s at the time of large scale con-
structions of housing estates in Obuda.
This time also coincided with the
archaeological protection of the area. A
humus layer was found below this fill.
Even further down, gray slightly
sandy Roman Period levels could be
identified on the basis of sherds, pre-
dominantly in the eastern and western
corners of the investigated area. The
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feltoltés elGtti — igy a romai kori —
felszin is eltért a jelenlegitdl.

A rémai korhoz kothetS réteget
nem minden drokban jelezte lelet-
anyag. Két olyan felillet mutatko-
zott, amely intenzivebb, hosszabban
hasznalt, kiterjedtebb telepiilési ob-
jektumra utalt.

Az egyik ilyen teriilet a kdzépsd
szondasor keleti részén volt. Itt a r6-
mai kerdmids réteghez kives, séde-
ros — megujitott - jardszint is tarsult
az arok déli és kozépsd részén. Erre
a jaroszintre — melynek kiterjedését,
iranyat nem volt médunkban feltdr-
ni — omlott rd egy épiilet észak—déli
iranyt kettGs kdfala. Az omladék-
ban a kovek kozott taldlt, tobbnyire
fehér alapon voros sdvos, valamint
lila, sérga, z6ld szind novényi orna-
mentikdt mutato falfestménytoredé-
kek az épiilet reprezentativ jellegére
utalnak. Az elSkeriilt — elsésorban
kerdmia - leletek Osszetétele, az im-
portiru mennyisége is megerGsiti
ezt a feltételezést.
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subsoil had a higher clay content here,
while it was sandier in the lot's higher,
central portion. On the basis of geo-
desic measurements, it appears that
the original surface (including that of
the Roman Period) was different later
modern day levelling. The central part
of the area lay at a slightly higher alti-
tude, while a ditch or depression was
located in the northeastern section.
(Comparing the results of our excava-

‘tion surveys to last century maps it

seems likely that the ditch, the so-
called Radl-arok ran south of the stud-
ied area. It joined the ditch called
Arany-drok more to the east and final-
ly ran into the Danube river).

Layers potentially associated with
with the Roman Period were not
always accompanied by artifactual
material. Remains of major settlement
features characterized by possibly
intensive, long term use could be iden-
tified on two surfaces.

One of these habitation areas was
discovered on the eastern side of the
central series of test trenches. Layers
mixed with Roman Period sherds
were associated with a walking sur-
face renewed using stones and gravel
in the southern and central section of
the test trench. Although the extent
and direction of this walking surface
could not be identified, it was clear
that the stone main walls of a building
oriented north-south had collapsed on



A masik bdséges leletanyaggal
szolgdlo feliilet a teriilet nyugati szé-
lén hizott &rokban volt. Ebben
azonban semmiféle objektum, még
bedsds nyomét sem talaltuk. Ez a le-
leteket tartalmazo réteg itt még az
ezen a teriileten megszokott 2 m-es
mélységnél is lejjebb, 2,5-3 m mély-
ségben volt. A réteg alatt 1év5 agya-
gos altalajbél folyamatosan szivar-
gott a talajviz, mely rovid idén beliil
a rémai kerdmidt tartalmazé réteget
is elérte, s az arok veszélyessé valt.
fgy a megfigyeléseket nagyon rovid
id6n beliil kellett megtenniink.

Két tovabbi ponton szdmolhatunk
rémai kori objektumokkal, s bér ré-
gészeti leletanyag nem keriilt elG be-
16liik, azonban a kornyez8 drkokban
tett rétegmegfigyelések alapjén a ré-
mai iddszakhoz sorolasuk valészi-
nd. Egyik ilyen objektum egy ke-
let-nyugati irdnyt, keskeny és se-
kély mesterséges drok részlete volt
a keleti kutatédrok déli részén. A
mdsik objektum egy kb. 60 cm &tmé-
16jl colopkoteg (?) helye a kozépsé
szondasor nyugati részén.

Az eldkeriilt leletanyag a 2-3. sza-
zad forduldjatol a 3. szdzad végéig
terjed6 iddszakra jellemzd (35.
kép). A markomann hébortik el6tti
iddszak és a 4. szdzad jellegzetes le-
leteit nem taldltuk. Ez a kronoldgiai
kép megegyezik a teriileten végzett
kordbbi feltirdsok és szonddzé jel-

it. Fragments of wall paintings found
among the rubble are indictive of this
building’s representative character.
The patterns included red stripes on a
white base as well as purple, yellow
and green plant ornaments. The
hypothesis concerning the building’s
high status are supported by the com-
position of predominantly pottery
finds and the quantities of imported
ware recovered from the debris.

The other surface that provided a
wealth of finds was found in the
trench opened along the area’s westen
edge. However, neither features nor
traces of disturbances could be identi-
fied here. The layer bearing artifacts
was also located at a greater depth
(25-3 m) than was usual (approxi-
mately 2 m) at this site. Ground water
continuously oozed from the clay rich
sub-soil below this layer. It soon
reached the layer containing Roman
Period sherds as well, so that the
trench became dangerous.
Observations, therefore, had to be
made in a very short time.

One may reckon with the appear-
ance of Roman Period features at two
additional spots. Although no archae-
ological finds of dating value were
recovered from them, they may be
classified within the Roman Period, in
all likelihood, on the basis of strati-
graphic observation. One of these fea-
tures was the section of a narrow and

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shallow artificial ditch oriented east-
west in the southern section of the
eastern test trench. The other feature is
the imprint of a bunch of posts (?)
which was approximately 60 cm in
diameter and came to light in the
western end of the central set of test
trenches.

The material recovered is character-
istic of the time interval between the
turn of the 2nd and 3rd centuries and
the end of the 3rd century (Figure 35).
No artifacts from the period preceding
the Markomannic wars or characteris-
tic of the 4th century were recovered.

- This chronological picture corre-

sponds to the results of previous exca-
vations and survey data from this area.
The surface that fell outside the “ceme-
tery zone” was probably built in and
used for settlement purposes follow-
ing the Markomannic wars, mostly
during the 3rd century.
