1991-ben, —-94-ben és 95-ben tjabb
asatdsokra nyilt lehetSség a tabor
beépitett kornyezetében (KERDO
1995 15-22; 1996 12-13).

Bar a Corvin téri és Szilagyi
DezsG téri sirkovek a kialakuld
Pannonia provincia igen fontos do-
kumentumai, majd szaz évet kellett
varnunk lelShelyiik atvizsgdldsara.

The grave of a wealthy
Roman woman on Szalag

Street
(Bp., District I, 19 Szalag Street)

Four gravestones were discovered
during the 1898 construction of the
so-called Buda Entertainment Hall.
“The find circumstances have shown
that the gravestones stood in their
original places close to a Roman
road that ran along the bank of the
Danube below the level of present-
day F§ Street.” (RADNOTI 1955 13-
35). The topography of modern day
Bem Square in Antiquity had been
deliniated by other sporadic finds
from the Viziviros region of
Budapest and, from 1913 onwards,
by systematic excavation in the area.
In the focus of these investigations
are the fort of a cavalry unit, built by
the middle of the AD 1st century,
and the cemeteries located along the
military road that left the fort in a
north-south direction. Recent exca-
vations have been carried out in
1991, 1994 and 1995 in the built-in
environment of the fort (KERDO
1995 15-22; 1996 12-13).

Although the gravestones from
Corvin Square and Dezsé Szilagyi
Square represent important docu-
ments in the emergence of Pannonia
province, almost a century has

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passed before their find spots could
again be investigated. Rescue exca-
vations started in March 1997 are
still ongoing as this report is being
written. Sixty-eight Roman Period
graves, representing a variety of
rites, were found in the 2/3 section
of Corvin Square that has already
been investigated to date. These
burials were dug into the destruc-
tion layer of an earlier indigenous
(Celtic) settlement.

Lot 19 in Szalag Street is located a
few meters higher, on the slope of
the Buda Castle Hill. Archaeological
investigations began in the south-
eastern corner of this lot, within the
cellar of a Baroque building that
itself falls under ancient monu-
ments protection laws. They formed
part of the large-scale excavations in
Corvin Square.

Andréds Végh (Medieval Depart-
ment of the Budapest History
Museum) found a Roman tegula
fragment in the earthen floor of the
cellar’s western wing during a study
of the wall remains. Following the
sectioning of this floor surface, a
dark spot with a regular, square-
shape was discovered. Its edges
were burnt to a thickness of 3-4 cm.
Following the removal of the gray,
dense, clay fill of this approximately
3 by 3 m feature, large stone slabs
were found. These covered a central

Altalénos antik hagyomény, hogy
a halottat a hazi gydaszszertartds
(ekfora=kitétel) utin a halott
aggyal” (lectus-szal) egyiitt vitték a
temetSbe és tették a maglydra
(rogus).

The row of vertically
standing bricks served as the base of
another similar row, thereby produc-
ing a two band lining, which meant
the original depth of the grave cham-
ber must have been 75-80 cm. This
construction, however, was com-
pressed either under the weight of
stones and erosion deposits or
because of mechanical disturbance.
Bricks along the chamber’s longer
side tilted inwards while those in the
upper row had fallen onto the
remains of the pyre. A spot of char-
coal, suggesting robbery was
observed in the southeastern corner
of the chamber.
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1alt csontfésti és az emberi csontma-
radvényok arra utalnak, hogy az el-
hunyt 16-18 év kozétti né volt, akit
Kru. a 2. szdzad elején temettek el.

It was a widely spread tradition in
classical times that the deceased was
first exposed during a domestic mor-
tuary ceremony (ekphora) and then
was taken to the cemetery on a
“dead bed” (lectus) and put on the
pyre (rogus). The remains of these
latter may be represented by some
70 iron nails that were found in the
pyre layer below the collapsed

bricks. The rema-
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ins of the corpse,
together with the
ashes of the pyre

had been swept
into the grave. The
grave goods were
then placed in
their final posi-
tions.

1.-3.sz.: Harom agyagkorsé (rossz
allaguiak) egyszer( tipusokat képvi-
selnek, valészinfileg ~Aquincum-
ban késziilt helyi gyartmanyok.

A fenti anyagot kiegésziti még kb.
70 db, kiilonboz6 hossziisigi és
vastagsagti vasszog (ezekrdl nincs
rajz), melyek valamilyen faszerke-
zethez tartoztak, melynek funkcié-
jat még nem tudtuk pontosan meg-
hatarozni (rogus vagy lectus?).

A leletegyiittes nagyon egységes,
a mellékletként elSkeriilt targyak
tilnyomo tobbsége az 1. szézadban
késziilt.

could be retrieved in a relatively
intact state, due to the destruction of
the grave’s wall, possibly by inten-
tional disturbance. Both the human
bone remains and the comb recov-
ered on the eastern side around the
grave’s middle suggest that a
woman, 16-18 years of age, was
enterred here at the beginning of the
AD 2nd century. The grave was dug
into the slope high above the mili-
tary road. It was, however, also dug
into the wall of an Eraviscan (Celtic)
building and intersected its burnt
destruction layers.

The grave goods recovered from
this burial included the following
artifacts (Figure 2):

No. 1 to 3, three clay jugs (quite
poorly preserved) represent simple
types. Probably they belong to local
ware manufactured in Aquincum,

No. 4, a bone comb, made from
African ivory,

No. 5 and 6, two voluta lamps,
stamped with an “F” mark on their
bottoms (LOESCHCKE 1919 type IC,
AD 1st century),

No. 7, bronze As, found in situ on
lamp No. 6. This As was minted in
Rome during the reign of Do-
mitianus in AD 95 or 96.

No. 8 to 11, four glass vessels, one
of which (No. 11) could not be
restored due to its extremely poor
preservation. The other three vessels

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date to the AD 1st century and the
first decade of the AD 2nd century
respectively (BARKOCZI 1988: No.
411 and 421).

The aforementioned find material
would not be complete without men-
tioning the approximately 70 nails of
different lengths and thicknesses (not
shown in drawings), that originated
from some sort of wooden structure,
whose function remains unknown
(lectus or rogus?).

This assemblage is very uniform,
the majority of objects among the
grave goods were made during the
AD 1st century. On the other hand,
the deceased (who was identified as
a young female after physical
anthropological examinations) was
probably enterred during the sec-
ond decade of the 2nd century
(around AD 115), certainly not earli-
er, in the heyday of Trajan’s reign.
The heavy corrosion of the
Domitianus As, minted around AD
95-96, also indicates that the grave
significantly postdates the coin’s
year of emission. Since the evalua-
tion of artifactual material is still in
progress, the results published here
cannot be considered final.
