Ujabb kutatasok az

(Bp., I11. ker. Vilyog utca 8.)

1995 folyaman végeztiink régészeti
feltirast a Valyog utca 8. telken
(MADARASSY 1996 53-61). 1997
decemberében alakitottdk ki a tar-
sashdz parkoldgardzsat, a megkuta-
tott teriilettl északnyugatra itt volt
lehetdségiink még néhany napos le-
letmentésre. A Vilyog utca 10. keri-
tésének megerdsitésénél egy 3. sza-
zadi kelet-nyugati fal, és az azt ki-
sérd késGromai sirsor két bolygatott
késirja kertilt el6. 1995-96 ban a Va-
lyog utca fokozatos beépitésének
kapcsian a terillet mozaikszertien
kutatott. A 97-es leletmentés ered-
ményei az eddigi megfigyeléseket
arnyaljdk, a nyugati varoszél 3. sza-
zadi torténetét pontositjak.
1995-ben itt a katonavaros egy ke-
let-nyugati irdnyu utjat, valamint az
ezt az utat északrol lezaré hosszi
bérhdz porticusit és egy lakéhelyi-
ségsordnak részleteit tirtuk fel. A
haz északi felét a Valyog utca 10. tel-
ken Nagy Tibor dokumentilta
1942-ben (NAGY T. 1943 378). A
tobblakdsos hosszii haz két nagy
épitési peribdusa megfelel a 2-3. sza-
zadi legiotibor két nagy épitési peri-
6dusdnak, a canabae mds pontjain

Recent research in the
western section of the
Aquincum Military Town
(Bp., District I11, 8 Vilyog Street)

During 1995, archaeological excava-
tions were carried out at lot 8 in
Vilyog Street (MADARASSY 1995 53-
61). The garage complex of a condo-
minium was built here in December
1997 northwest of the investigated
area. Therefore, only a few days
remained during which the area
under discussion here could be sur-
veyed. An AD 3rd century wall run-
ning east-west and two disturbed
stone grave constructions of a row of
Late Roman burials were found when
the fence of lot 10 was reinforced in
Vilyog Street.

In connection with the gradual
development of Valyog Street during
1995-1996, this area was investigated
in a mosaic-like pattern. The results of
rescue excavations in 1997 added
new shading to previous observa-
tions and helped in fine-tuning the
AD 3rd century history of the city’s
western section.

In 1995, one of the Military Town's
east-west roads and the portficus as
well as a row of habitation structures
from a long living house adajcent to
the northern side of this road were
found. The northern half of this
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madr megfigyelt virosrendezési ten-
dencidkhoz illeszkedik. Tehat a 2.
szazadban kialakitott épiiletet a
markomann hdbortk utdni épitési
hullimban némileg komfortosabban,
korszertibb technikdval de jellegében
ugyanazt djitjak meg.

A 3. szazad elsé felének épitkezé-
sei viszont lényegében mas jellegti-
ek. A most megfigyelt rozsaszinha-
barcsos, festett fald épiiletrészlet
ugyanolyan technikai megoldédsokat
mutat, mint az 1996-ban a Vilyog
utca 13-ban feltart terrazzos, festett
fali tobbhelyiséges lakohazrész.
Mindez pedig az eddigi insularend-
szert mintegy szétfesziti, az eddigi
kozteriiletek épiilnek be, az insula
udvara (Vélyog utca 13.) valamint a
hosszii haztol nyugatra 1év6 kozte-
riilet (Valyog utca 8-10.) (23. kép).

Ugy tiinik, egyrészt a severusi
konjunktira idejének anyagi joléte a
katonacsaladok szegényebb rétege-
inél minGségi életformavaltast hoz
magaval mdsrészt a canabae colonia
rangra emelése folytin az eddigi
szigori katonai jellegli vrosrende-
zési elveket egy lazdbb, az egyéni
igények és lehetdségek irdnt tole-
ransabb tendencia érvényesiil.

Ez az épitési periodus legalabb
két nemzedéken keresztiil folyama-
tos, (Valyog utca 13.) és a kato-
navédros létének utolsé szakaszdig
tart. Egyre valésziniibb, hogy a
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house was documented at 10 Vélyog
Street by Tibor Nagy in 1942 (NAGY
T. 1943 378). The two major construc-
tion phases of this long house corre-
spond to those of the AD 2nd-3rd
century legionary fortress. It also
falls in line with Roman Period
urban developmental tendencies
observed in other parts of the
canabae. Thus the house, built in the
AD 2nd century, was renewed dur-
ing the wave of reconstruction that
followed the Marco-mannic Wars.
This renovation used more advanced
techniques and resulted in a more
comfortable construction. However,
it retained the original character of
the house.

Construction work that took
place during the first half of the
AD 3rd century, on the other hand,
display a fundamentally different
character. A detail from a building
under discussion here used pink
plastering and was decorated with
wall paintings. It also displays
technical solutions observed in the
case of the remains of a multi-room
house with terrazzo floors, decorat-
ed with wall paintings found earli-
er at Valyog Street 13. These build-
ings do not fit within the system of
the insulae. It shows that former
public areas, such as the courtyard
of the insula (13 Valyog Street) and
the square west of the long house

A 3-4. szazad forduldjén ez a te-
rillet mdr kiilteriiletnek szamit, egy
kés6romai segédcsapat temetkezik
az elplanirozott épiiletek mentén
(TOPAL 1996). A most elSkeriilt tég-
lapadléji kélapos sirban barbdr jel-
legii iivegpaszta gydngysor és két
berakdsos korongfibula melléklettel
eltemetett asszony bolygatott csont-
vazat a temetd legkésébbi szakaszé-
ra, a 5-6. szdzad fordul6jara keltez-
hetjiik. (24.kép).

(8-10 Valyog Street) were filled by
construction materials (Figure 23).

It appears that the availability of
material goods during the conjunc-
ture of the Severus Period, resulted in
a gradually improving way of life
even for families in the relatively
poor ranks of the military. On the
other hand, due to the emergence of
the canabae to the rank of colonia, the
earlier rigid, military principles of
urban development were re-placed
by a more tolerant tendency that
catered for individual tastes and

- material possibilities.

This construction phase retained
continuity for at least two generations
(13 Valyog Street), and lasted until the
last days of the Military Town's exis-
tence. It seems increasingly likely that
the reorganization of army units that
took place within the framework of a
comprehensive Late Roman military
reform resulted in the centrally
planned abandonment of the town in
the form of an organized evacuation.

By the turn of the AD 3rd-4th cen-
tury, the area under discussion here
became the outskirts of Aquincum
and soldiers of a Late Roman auxil-
iary unit were buried along the lots of
levelled buildings (TOPAL 1996). The
grave recently discovered here was
covered with stone slabs and had a
brick floor. In addition to the dis-
turbed skeleton of a woman who was
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enterred here., a string of glass paste
beads in a Barbarian style as well as
two disc-shaped fibulae with inlay
were brought to light from this burial.
This grave may be dated to the latest
period of the cemetery at the turn of
the 5th-6th century (Figure 24).
